Roll Call: Core Values are Airmen's
Common Bond

The Air Force's core values—Integrity First,
Service Before Self, and Excellence in All We Do—
are the fabric bonding airmen's commitment and
dedication to principles like duty and honor, writes
CMSAF James Cody in the February issue of Roll
Call. "We know the words by heart, and on any given
moment 99 percent of our airmen live up to these
high standards," states Cody in the Feb. 18
document. "But we must continue to guard against
complacency. When one percent of airmen fail to live
according to our values, it reflects poorly on our Air
Force as a whole," he writes. Ignoring the core values
is "not an option, and there is simply no room in our
Air Force for those who do," Cody tells airmen.
"There's no question we will right the course of the
few and stay the course of the many,” he states.
Cody's words come on the heels of the Air
Force dealing with misconduct among some
missileers at Malmstrom AFB, Mont.

From Milt Markowitiz memoirs:

Some time in the early 70s, | was flying C-97s,
large, 4-engined Boeing Stratocruisers, for the
New York Air National Guard. We picked up a load
of cargo on the west coast, destination,

Tainan, Taiwan. Upon arrival at our destination,
the ground controller asked if we would take a
(GCA) Ground Controlled Approach from a student
controller. The weather was clear and the student
controller, a Taiwanese by the accent, proceeded
to give us directional and altitude corrections as he
led us to the airfield. As we approached for
landing, we were missing the runway by about a
half a mile. | announced at this time that | was now
taking over for the landing.

About 2 months later, Frank and | (Frank was the
same fellow Instructor Pilot as I) were flying the
same route
to Taiwan, however, upon arrival, the weather was
really down. The ground controller announced that
the conditions at Tainan were a ceiling of 300 feet
and 1/2 mile of visibility. | believe | recognized the
same voice of the Taiwanese controller as two
months previously. | announced to Frank,"No
Way". | called to the controller, "That is beyond my
personal minimums. | am proceeding to my
alternate airfield, Taichung".
